LOCATIONS

The best locations for a food vending cart have a lot of pedestrian traffic. They
should be located near a large population of workers, visitors or shoppers. The
location should enable your cart to be highly visible to this flow of foot traffic. It
should also be easy to access, for you to load your daily supplies or position the
cart. It is usually better if there is no other competing food businesses nearby.

Examples of permanent locations for hot dog or pretzel carts;

Parking lots of large retail, hardware stores, factories, plazas, malls.

¢ Industrial locations near parks or commercial complexes.

e Busy downtown areas, on street corners or private parking lots

e Pubic Attractions, such as parks, beaches, piers, zoos, golf courses, resorts

e Transportation hubs, such as bus stations, train stations, subways, airports,
marinas, cruise ship facilities, truck stops.

e Service stations, car washes, night clubs
e Court houses, military bases, post offices, government complexes
o Office buildings, hospitals, call centers, convention centers

e Universities, colleges, high schools

Examples of temporary or special event locations;

e Sporting events such as soccer, baseball, football, etc., tournaments,
from little league through to professional

e Car shows, auctions and rallies, farm shows, boat shows, air shows,
industrial shows, home shows, county fairs, cultural events, carnivals,
fishing derbies, auctions, parades, flea markets, music festivals, antique
and craft shows, tourist attractions, amusement parks.

e Grand openings, open houses, large sales events, car dealerships,
business anniversaries, company picnics, banquets, conventions.

e Charity events, church/club/social functions.

e Catering parties and anniversaries.
